The Day of Pentecost

Pentecost, celebrated fifty days after Easter Sunday, is one of the principal feasts of

The Episcopal Church, and is commonly regarded as the birthday of the broader

Christian Church. On this day, as described in the reading from Acts appointed for

the Day of Pentecost, Jesus sent the Holy Spirit—the third person of the Trinity—

to his disciples, as he had foretold in his teaching. As is common with many feast days

pertaining to Jesus’ apostles, it is customary to wear red vestments to symbolize the
“tongues, as of fire” that inspired them to preach the Gospel in other languages.

Pentecost is also one of the four holy days (along with the Great Vigil of Easter,

the Baptism of Our Lord, and All Saints’ Day) especially suitable for Holy Baptism,
as well as for confirmation, reception, and reaffirmation: sacramental rites which
can only be performed by a bishop. Today we welcome the Rt. Rev. Matthew F. Heyd,
Bishop of New York, to preach and preside as these new and renewing Christians join
Trinity Church.

This verse reveals how carefully God handles his
children. When purifying silver, you have to sit over a hot flame. The refiner is also
feeling the heat. If you leave the silver too long, it damages it. How do you know it’s
ready? When the refiner sees his reflection on the silver. Then it’s ready to take out
of the fire. When we are placed in the fire to be purified, we feel alone, abandoned,
forgotten. God is watching us, feeling the heat we feel, and watching for the right
moment until he sees his reflection to take us out of the fire before we are damaged.
