The Season after Pentecost
Our current liturgical season, the Season after Pentecost, is by far the longest of the 
Episcopal church year. It begins the day after Pentecost and ends the day before the 
First Sunday of Advent. Since the date of Easter changes every year—and the Day 
of Pentecost is always 50 days after Easter—the length of the season varies as well, 
ranging from 24–29 weeks in length. This season is sometimes called Ordinary Time, 
a phrase borrowed from the Roman Catholic Church.

Congregational Voice
“And he shall sit as a refiner and purifier of silver: and he shall purify the sons of Levi, 
and purge them as gold and silver, that they may offer unto the Lord an offering in 
righteousness” (Malachi 3:3 KJV). This verse reveals how carefully God handles his 
children. When purifying silver, you have to sit over a hot flame. The refiner is also 
feeling the heat. If you leave the silver too long, it damages it. How do you know it’s 
ready? When the refiner sees his reflection on the silver. Then it’s ready to take out 
of the fire. When we are placed in the fire to be purified, we feel alone, abandoned, 
forgotten. God is watching us, feeling the heat we feel, and watching for the right 
moment until he sees his reflection to take us out of the fire before we are damaged.
