The Season after Pentecost

Our current liturgical season, the Season after Pentecost, is by far the longest of the
Episcopal church year. It begins the day after Pentecost and ends the day before the
First Sunday of Advent. Since the date of Easter changes every year—and the Day

of Pentecost is always 50 days after Easter—the length of the season varies as well,
ranging from 24-29 weeks in length. This season is sometimes called Ordinary Time,
aphrase borrowed from the Roman Catholic Church.

Johannes Brahms’ “Schaffe in mir, Gott” comes from the backwards-glancing tradition of Bach’s motets.

Both Brahms and Bach looked to the intricately crafted a capella choral works of the Renaissance models.

This piece includes complex techniques such as fugues where all the voices enter in sequence using the
same melody, or canons where various voices sing the same melody but staggered one after the other;
and to add one more layer of complexity, Brahms arranges the staggering so that each voice sings the
melody at a different speed. What is particularly astounding is how this very difficult and intellectual
endeavor serves as a structure to a beautiful and deeply moving experience.
