Advent

year. The name of the four-Sunday season originates from the Latin word adventus, 
meaning “to approach.” During Advent, Christians joyfully await the coming of Jesus, 
a celebration commemorated on the feast of the Nativity of Our Lord, also known as 
Christmas Day. The season is full of expectation and preparation, not only for Christ’s 
incarnation, but also for his promised “second coming” in majesty.
