Transfiguration Sunday

While the feast of the Transfiguration of Our Lord is celebrated annually in The Episcopal
Church on the fixed date of August 6, the last Sunday after the Epiphany is often informally
called “Transfiguration Sunday.”

In all three years of the lectionary cycle, the appointed Gospel reading for this final
Sunday of Epiphanytide recounts an incident—described by three of the four gospel
writers—in which Jesus appears to his disciples Peter, James, and John in dazzling,
otherworldly glory on a mountaintop. Christ’s dramatic revelation as the Son of God is
a fitting culmination to the scriptural arc of the Epiphany season, which focuses on the
many ways in which Jesus manifested his divinity while in human form.
