About this Service

Good Shepherd Sunday

In the Episcopal Church, the fourth Sunday of Easter is traditionally known as Good Shepherd Sunday.

All three annual scriptural cycles—the selection of Biblical readings appointed by the Book of Common
Prayer and the Revised Common Lectionary—feature excerpts from the tenth chapter of John as the Gospel
reading. This passage is saturated with imagery describing Jesus as “the good shepherd”; other service
elements such as Psalm 23 (“The Lord is my shepherd”), hymns and anthems, and the Collect of the Day
reinforce that depiction. The word “pastoral,” as it pertains to giving spiritual direction, is actually derived
from the Latin word for “shepherd.”
