Although in the New Testament “saints” refers to all Christians, the Church soon gave special honor to the 
heroes of the faith, especially martyrs. The commemoration of The Feast of the Martyrs of the Whole World 
seems to have been observed in association with Pentecost from the fourth century. The extension of the 
feast to include All the Saints and its observance on November 1 emerged in the eighth century. Among the 
seven principal feasts of The Episcopal Church, it is the only one that may be observed both on its fixed date 
and on the Sunday immediately following.

The annual triduum of All Hallows’ Eve, All Saints’ Day, and All Faithful Departed reminds us of our 
communion with all the saints and faithful witnesses who have gone before us, known and unknown.

We extend a special welcome this day to The Rt. Rev. Mark Edington, Bishop in Charge of the Convocation of 
Episcopal Churches in Europe. We are honored by his presence, and grateful for his service as Preacher and 
Celebrant.
