Christ’s Ministry of Healing

the power of that act is extended to us every time we celebrate the Holy Eucharist and receive Communion.
Herein is Christ’s primary ministry of healing to us: given day in and day out to his people.

At Trinity Church we especially offer prayers for healing and wholeness at the conclusion of the 11:15 service
on the third Sunday of the month. After receiving Communion, those who wish may come to the north aisle
of the church for laying on of hands and anointing with holy oil (unction) by the clergy.
