We experienced the wonderful potential of this service during the summer: an intergenerational form of
worship that expresses the reverence, joy, and meaning elicited by the Spirit when we are fully ourselves,
together before God.

By worshipping together in this way, we can help our children experience the unshakable love of God in
Jesus Christ.
