Easter

Easter is the highest holiday of the Christian year—a celebration of the event that defines our Church:
the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, fulfilling the scriptural foretelling of the Messiah. Like
spring itself, the Paschal feast brings the promise of new life.

After weeks of preparation and reflection, more joyful elements return to the liturgy. The confession
is dormant throughout this jubilant season, and the word alleluia (“Praise the Lord”)—which has
not been spoken during the past 40 days of Lent—is proclaimed enthusiastically, and will remain in
acclamations, hymns, and dismissals throughout Eastertide.

Peter began to speak to Cornelius and the other Gentiles: “I truly understand that God
shows no partiality, but in every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right

is acceptable to him. You know the message he sent to the people of Israel, preaching
peace by Jesus Christ—he is Lord of all. That message spread throughout Judea,
beginning in Galilee after the baptism that John announced: how God anointed Jesus
of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about doing good and
healing all who were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him.
