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2. Jesus told a story of a man beaten and left on
the side of the road. A priest and a Levite both
passed the man calling out for help, but they did
not stop and hurried on their way.
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3. Then, a Samaritan stopped to help the man, even
though they were from different communities that
usually didn’t get along. He treated his wounds,
brought him to safety, and paid for his care.
