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John 4:5–42

1. Jesus traveled through a Samaritan city on his 
way to Galilee. Tired out by his trip, he rested by a 
well. His disciples went to buy food, and he was all 
alone. A Samaritan woman came to get water.

2. Jesus asked for a drink. The woman was 
confused. Jesus was a Jew, and Jews and 
Samaritans didn’t usually do things for each 
other. Jesus told her if she really knew who he 
was, she’d be asking him for things.

3. Jesus talked with the woman, telling her things 
about her past and things to come. He told her he 
was the Messiah. When the disciples came back, 
they were surprised Jesus was speaking with a 
woman, but they said nothing.

4. When the woman returned home, she shared 
her experience, and many became believers in 
Jesus. When other Samaritans came to Jesus, they 
asked him to stay with them. Her words inspired 
them to have their own interactions with Jesus.
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
